Medical supplies

[J Medications
Pack enough of each medication to last you through your trip, plus a few extra days’
worth in case of an unexpected delay.

[J Home dialysis supplies

Make sure you pack everything you’ll need for treatment, and bring a few extra days’
worth. Ask your dialysis nurse if you have questions about what to take—and discuss
airline guidelines for traveling with medical equipment and solutions if you're flying.
